During her busy tenure
with Justice Services,
Janet managed to raise
four boys.  In October
2005, two of the four
boys, Jason and Jacob,
visited a fellow Scout
member who was
participating in a Civil War
Re-enactment at Grant’s
Farm.  Jacob and Jason
immersed themselves in a
question and answer
session with veteran re-
enactor, Stan Prater, who
portrays General Ulysses
S. Grant and marched as
civilians with the 8th

Missouri.  Needless to say,
by the end of the day the
boys had enlisted and
became the newest
recruits as re-enactors for
the 8th Missouri Volunteer
Infantry.  Since that day
Jason and Jacob have “ate
and slept” U.S. Civil War
history.

Acting as her sons’
chauffeur to the events,
Janet witnessed first hand
the fervor of the re-
enactors.  As a result, her
sons became very
knowledgeable about the
Civil War.  They not only
received the practical
experience of everyday life
in camp, but their

involvement has spurred
them on to do further
research at the library and
on the Internet. They have
even tried their hand at
sewing. The boys eagerly
anticipate each up-coming
event.  These events
e x t e n d

beyond
the living history
at Grant’s Farm.  In
addition to the various
encampments, they have
marched in the Veteran’s
Day Parade, St. Patrick’s
Day Parade and have
danced at the Annual Ball.

Janet’s habitual presence
on site prompted an
invitation to participate.
She was offered a sutler
wrap gown (not requiring
a corset and seven layers
of underpinnings to be
proper) and asked to
prepare an interest to add
to the Living History at
Grant’s Farm.  Suddenly,
a taste of the excitement
and anticipation
blossomed in Janet, and
she further developed her
existing hobby of growing
old fashion flowers and
herbs into her special
“interest”.  It took six
weeks of planning,
making labels, studying

the various household and
medicinal uses for her
herbs and plants to prepare
for an event at Grant’s
Farm.  Her first day jitters
were soon erased when
she realized

h e r
“interest” was
a success.  She was
surely bitten by the re-
enacting bug.  A whole new
world unfolded for
J a n e t … s e w i n g
underpinnings and
costumes, button hunting,
re-styling hats, learning
period etiquette, reading
tons of material about the
Civil War, battles, generals,
foods, gardens, etc.

Today, the 8th Missouri
Infantry (US) is based in the
St. Louis Bi-State area
(Missouri/Illinois).  The
members are Civil War Re-
enactors dedicated to
honoring the original
regiment by teaching and
preserving Civil War history.
Originally, as a result of a
direct order from President
Lincoln to alleviate the
prejudice against the Irish,
the 8th Missouri Infantry was

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Jerry Wild
The Renaissance Man

Just looking at JERRY WILD
(PW), an Architect, you’d
never think he has a disease.
Easily 6’0’ tall, with bright
blue eyes and a calm, easy-
going demeanor, Jerry
appears like we all do.  But
Jerry is challenged by
Parkinson’s disease.  Just
diagnosed a year ago, Jerry
has had symptoms since
achitectural school, when
stiffness and balance issues
led doctors to explore
arthritis and spinal causes.
After numerous tests and
medical visits, no specific
determining factor was
identified.

Back in architectural school,
Jerry noticed the Tai Chi
instructor at SIUC had such
ease and fluidity of
movement that he didn’t
have that he decided to join
the class.

Now 30 years later as more
symptoms surfaced, doctors
have finally located the
culprit – Parkinson’s disease.
Jerry believes his symptoms
were and still are greatly
relieved by his dedication to
Tai Chi and the international
medical community agrees.
Jerry was a key player in a
recent clinical trial at
Washington University
School of Medicine
comparing the impact of Tai
Chi and two other exercise
regimens on those afflicted
with Parkinson’s.  He was
immediately launched into
the medical community as a
medical speaker at
conferences and seminars
nationwide to share his
experiences and is preparing

for his first international
conference presentation
next year.

Diving into the world of
Parkinson’s has led Jerry to
meet many interesting and
noteworthy people, such as
Michael J. Fox who calls him
“The Renaissance Man”,
Muhammed Ali and daughter
May May Ali, Marlene Kahan
(Executive Director of the
American Society of
Magazine Editors), Freddie
Powers, (song writer for
Merle Haggard and Willie
Nelson), Davis Phinney (pro
cyclist), and Bob Benjamin
(School House Records) to
name a few.

In addition to these pursuits,
Jerry is also heavily involved
in architecture and was
recently recognized in
AIArchitect Magazine for his
work designing a house for
friend and former
retired County employee,
Terry Wilson.  For the

It is now easier to get birth
and death certificates
during non-traditional
business hours.  In
anticipation of the traffic
problems that might result
from the I-64/40
construction project, the
Office of Vital Records has
changed its hours of
operation.

The Office of Vital Records
can issue certified copies of
birth and death certificates
only for events that
occurred in the state of
Missouri.  Birth certificates
are available for births that
took place from 1920 to the
present.  Death certificates
are available for deaths
that occurred from 1883 to
the present; however,
deaths that happened
before 1980 must have
occurred in Saint Louis
County for the office to
issue a record.

Birth and death certificates
can also be purchased
online or through the mail.

In addition to
supervising staff, she has a
volume of data entry,
paperwork and report
preparation that can be
done anywhere, including
her living room.  Regina
feels less distracted and can
work continuously without
interruption while
telecommuting.  She finds,
however, that there is a
danger to working at home
– the end of the work day

comes and she keeps
working!

PAT MC CAULEY (Admin),
a Workers Compensation
Analyst, telecommutes
three days a week.  She is
thrilled to be off I-170 and
is “stress-free” at home.
She believes the lack of
distractions at home
contributes to her
increased productivity.

organized in St. Louis from
June to August, 1861.
Over 600 Irish boatmen
and deck hands left the St
Louis riverfront to fight
under the command of two
brothers, Captains Morgan
L. Smith and Giles A.
Smith.  The 8th Missouri
uniform was that of the
American Zouaves and the
regiment was later known
as the “Fighting American
Zouaves”.  Other Zouave

cadets were recruited
from Peoria and Pekin,
Illinois, and sharpshooters
were recruited from Cape
Girardeau, Missouri.

The 8th Missouri served the
duration of the Civil War
and fought decisive battles
under Generals Grant and
Sherman.  They became
well known for their
tenacity and displaying
Zouave fighting techniques
on the battlefield.

Sherman wrote about the
8th Missouri in their
Memoirs.  General Grant’s
son, Frederick Dent Grant
wrote “At the Front with
Dad” about slipping into
the Battle of Vicksburg at
age 13 with the 8th

Missouri.  Eleven soldiers
in the 8th Missouri were
awarded the Congressional
Medal of Honor for their
actions during the Siege of
Vicksburg.
