Proposition E911 will generate $16 million annually.
These funds will be used to pay off a $100 million
bond issue for system capital costs, plus provide
funds for ongoing operations, maintenance and
reserves. At onetenth of one cent, Proposition E911
will add one dime to a $100 purchase. According to
the Emergency Communicat.
analysis, working countywide will enable these
improvements to be made more cost-efficiently than
if each public safety entity worked alone to meet the
FCCds new requirements.

He r e 0 s Therdaye:65 police departments and 43
fire agencies in St. Louis County, plus St. Louis
County Police. Each entity could invest taxpayer
dollars in new radios to meet the FCC requirement,
but these systems would still be incompatible, they
still would not be able to trace emergency cell phone
calls and the county siren system would still be
unreliable. The Emergency Communications
Commission has indicated that by working
countywide, the result will be a cost -effective system
that is fully compatible, facilitating the coordination

of mutual aid and emergency services in times of
need, such as car crashes, flash flooding and fires or
major disasters such as Hurricane Katrina.

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Five Year Anniversary of St. Louis
County Police Partnership with Mental
Health Professionals,

Crisis Intervention Teams

Many times police officers are often the first
responders to calls for service involving individuals
with a mental iliness or development disorder.
Recognizing the need for additional training for

police officers, in late 2003, the St. Louis County
Police Department met with the St. Louis Chapter of
the National Alliance on Mental lllness (NAMI) and
numerous other mental health agency representatives
to discuss the creation of a Crisis Intervention Team.
This year is the anniversary of five years of hard work
and cooperation between mental health providers,
law enforcement, advocacy organizations, families
and consumers of mental health services. The St.
Louis County Police Department has sent 371 St.
Louis County Officers to receive the necessary
training since 2004 as a result of the creation of the
Crisis Intervention Team. A total of 1,555 officers
have been trained in the St. Louis area.

According to the final report of the President's New
Freedom Commission on Mental Health, "about 7% of
all incarcerated people have a current serious mental
illness; the proportion with a less serious form of
mental iliness is substantially higher." It is estimated
that one of every 12 offenders confronting police is
suffering from a severe mental disorder that often co-
occurs with substance abuse. The Commission
recommends widely adopting diversion and re -entry
strategies to avoid the unnecessary criminalization
and incarceration of nonviolent offenders with mental
illnesses.

"Our goal is to utilize the Crisis Intervention Team
training to address the root of the problem, not the
symptoms,” Chief Timothy Fitch stated. "The St.
Louis County Police Department has always been
dedicated to the safety of all people in St. Louis
County and by providing classes at the police
academy concerning mental health and special needs
and introducing the creation of a Crisis Intervention
Team, we demonstrate that commitment. The training
provides the necessary skills, tools, and tactics for law
enforcement personnel to safely de-escalate persons
in mental illness or developmental disability crisis.
Officers receive information about different mental
illnesses, developmental disabilities, crisis
intervention techniques, community resources, and
all major areas useful in interacting with persons in
crisis. This training produces confident CIT officers
who professionally respond in an empathetic and
calming manner."
